Many blame the farmers who produce the vegetabis, fu, meat, eggs, and cheese that are siored for sle.
Acconding (0 the U, S, Department of Agriculure, the farmer” s share of the $ 1,311 spent by the family in 1972
was § 521. This was thirty-one percent more than the famer had received in 1959, But farmers claim that this in-
crease was very small compare o th increase i ther cost of iving. Farmers tend to blame othersfor the sharp ise
in food prices. They particularly blame those who process the farm products afer the products leave the farm. These,
include truck drivers, mest packers, manufacturers of packages and other food conainers, and the owners of siores
where food is sod. They arc among the “middlemen” who stand between the farmer and the peaple who bay and cat

the food.  Are middlemen the ones to blame for rising food prices?
Of the $ 1,311 funily food bill in 1972, middlemen received $ 790, which was thirtythree percent more than

they had received in 1959. 1t appears that the middlemen" s proit has increased more than the farmer” s, But some ¢-

Whea @ per-
son dries under the influence of PCP, LSD o other hallucinogens, he may stop in the middle of a reeway (0 look
athis map. Everything clse going on him is not part of his experience—so why should he care about ober cars?”
“The changes in 4 person” s percepton,, mood, and thinking during cocine intoxicaton are pariculrly rele-
vant o drving skils.

‘Th most dramatic efects of cocaine with respect o driving ar on vision. Cocaine may catse & highet sensitv-
iy to Tight, halos around objects, and diffculty focusing. Users have also reporied blured vision, glae problems,
and hallucination, paricularly *snow lights” —weak flashes or movements of ight i the periphersl field of vision,
Which tend to make drivers swerve foward or away from the lights. Some users have also reported auditory hallcuci-
nations (c. 5. ring bells) and old fuctory halucinasions (¢. g. smell of smoke or gasolinc).

Many users say that cocaine actually improves thir drving abilty, which is not surprising because the drug in-
duces cuphoria and feclings of increased mental and physica abilities Such self-reports must b accepted with cau-
tion, however, since thse effects o ocaine are shor-ived and are ofien followed by fatigue and lassiude.

Cocaine can also heighien imiabilty. exciabilty, and stae response. Users have reported that sudden
Sounds, such s horns o sirens, have caused them severe anxety coupled with rapid steeing or braking ractios, ¢~
e when the source of the sound was not in the immediate vicnity of their vehicles. Suspiciousness, dismst, and
paranoia—other redctions 10 couaiie—have prompied users to flee in their cars or drive evasively. Everyone sur-
veyed reported atintion lapses whie driving and ignoring relevant simuli such as changes in tafic signuls.

In May 1983 Dr. Mark Gold, medical director of Fair Oaks Hospital in Summit, N. J., st up a elephone hot
line for cocaine users, which in eight months received some 220,000 calls. “Cocaine users el us they have such a
fecling of power and mastery when they” e on the dru tht they think they can do things with the car they can’t
do,” says Gold. “With cocaine,” exulted a 30-year-old ad executive, * T can g0 & hundred miles an hoor and give
death a finger in the eve. ” Such drivers present a horrifying highway hazard.
